· Assessment in Early Intervention                                SPED 5310 Identification and Assessment (3 hrs.); offered online in the summer of 2010 & 2011
· Early Intervention Methods SPED 5370 Early Intervention Methods (3 hrs.); offered online in the summer of 2010 & 2011
