RE:              FACILITY NEED REVIEW (FNR) 
On February 20, 2010, the Department of Health and Hospitals, Bureau of Health Services Financing amended LAC 48:I.12501, 12503, 12505 and adopted 12525 in the Medical Assistance Program. This rule requires all applicants for Adult Day Health Care (ADHC) licenses to obtain approval from the FNR before a license can be issued. 
· This process places the burden of proof on the applicant to provide data and evidence to effectively establish the probability of serious, adverse consequences to the recipients’ ability to access health care if the provider is not allowed to be licensed. If your application consists of the form only, without any documentation of data and evidence to support your burden of proof, it will be rejected.
· Attached are an FNR application form and a copy of the FNR rule which explains what the applicant must submit. The FNR application must be accompanied by a non-refundable $150.00 fee for each license for which you are applying (ADHC, SIL, PCA and/or Respite). If you are seeking approval to be licensed at more than one geographic location, you must submit a separate application and $150 fee for each additional location.
· The completed FNR application form and any supporting documentation must include the original and three (3) copies of each document.
