A1700 definition/coding instruction
December 23, 2014 - directive sent from CMS

CMS is aware that pages 2-7 and 2-13 which has the definitions for Admission and Reentry, respectively, were not updated when the coding instructions and definitions for admission and reentry were updated in item A1700. 

The RAI Manual and the statement, “and had an OBRA Admission assessment completed,” are intended to be struck from the text.

The correct coding instructions for determining Admission and Reentry are found in Section A, Item 1700, and that is the instruction that providers (both nursing homes and swing bed facilities) need to follow to differentiate between an admission and a reentry.

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1.  Resident admitted 11/1/14 from the hospital to a Part A stay. Entry record done, and shows:

1.  Resident has a 5d done on 11/7/14, and on 11/9/14 she returns to the hospital. She is discharged return anticipated, and comes back to the building on 11/11/14.

                A1700                    2-Reentry
                A1900                    11/1/14
