A1900 (admission date)


A new item A1900 (admission date) was added to the item set. The admission date is tied to three other items: type of most recent entry (A1700), most recent entered from location (A1800), and most recent entry date (A1600). It is also tied to the concepts of a “stay” and an “episode”. 

A stay is set of contiguous days in the facility and an episode is a series of one or more stays that may be separated by brief interruptions in the resident’s time in the facility. An episode continues across stays until one of three events occurs: the resident is discharged with return not anticipated, the resident is discharged with return anticipated but is out of the facility for more than 30 days, or the resident dies in the facility. 
The admission date should remain the same on all assessments for a given episode even if it is interrupted by temporary discharges from the facility. If the resident is discharged and reenters within the course of the episode, that will start a new stay. The most recent entry date will change, but the admission date will remain the same. 
This means that the admission date in A1900 will remain the same for all records within the episode. The most recent entry date in A1600 will change if there is an interruption in the episode, but all records for a given stay will have the same entry date. 
For example, when a resident is first admitted to a facility, the type of most recent entry (A1700) should be “admission” and the admission date (A1900) and entry date (A1600) must match one another. The most recent “entered from” location (A1800) would be the location before admission. These items would be coded the same way for all subsequent records within that first stay within the episode. 

If the resident is briefly discharged (say, for a brief hospitalization) and then reenters the facility, this would start a new, second stay but would continue the episode. On the entry tracking record and on subsequent assessments for the second stay, the type of most recent entry would be “reentry”, the most recent entry date would be the day they reentered the facility for the second stay, and the most recent “entered from” location would be the location before this reentry. However, the admission date would continue to show their original admission date (the date that began their first stay). 
If the resident had subsequent stays within that episode, the admission date would continue to reflect the original admission date, the type of most recent entry would continue to be “reentry”, and the most recent entry date and “entered from” location would be updated to reflect the latest date the resident entered the facility. 

The episode would end if the resident had a discharge return not anticipated or if there was a gap of more than 30 days out of the facility. If the resident returned to the facility after such an event, then a new episode would begin and would be coded as a new admission.
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
