(2) Only include diseases that are declared reportable with reporting requirements (Louisiana Public Health Sanitary Code):

      Chancroid, Chlamydia, Gonorrhea, Syphilis, and Lymphogranuloma Venereum.
(3) Kotelchuck index is used to measure early and adequacy prenatal care (PNC). 

· Adequate plus PNC: PNC initiation begun in month 1,2,3, or 4 and 110 % or more expected PNC visits were received

· Adequate PNC: PNC initiation begun in month 1,2,3, or 4 and 80% to 109% of expected PNC visits were received
