Surveillance Summary 

 
Data in this report includes cases diagnosed with HIV/AIDS and reported as of March 31, 20091.  
 

• As of March 31, 2009, a cumulative total of 28,843 HIV/AIDS cases have been reported in Louisiana, 
including 308 pediatric cases. 

 
• The cumulative number of deaths, among persons diagnosed with HIV/AIDS, reported to the Louisiana 

Office of Public Health through March 31, 2009 is 12,195 including 100 deaths among pediatric cases. 
 

• A total of 16,418 persons are living with HIV/AIDS in Louisiana; of these individuals, 8,756 persons 
(53%) have an AIDS diagnosis. 

 
• Among women living with HIV/AIDS, the predominant known mode of transmission is high-risk 

heterosexual contact followed by injection drug use. Among men living with HIV/AIDS, the predominant 
mode of transmission is men who have sex with men followed by injection drug use. 

 
• Nationally, Louisiana ranked 5th highest in AIDS case rates and 11th in the number of AIDS cases 

diagnosed in 2007, according to the CDC 2007 HIV/AIDS Surveillance Report (Vol. 19). 
 

• New Orleans ranked 2nd for AIDS case rates among the largest metropolitan areas in the U.S. in 2007;  
Baton Rouge ranked 3rd. 

 
• In 2008, 1,154 new HIV cases were diagnosed in Louisiana. Of these cases, 34% (n=392) occurred in 

Region 1 (New Orleans) and 25% (n=290) occurred in Region 2 (Baton Rouge). 
 

• In 2008, 856 new AIDS cases were diagnosed in Louisiana. Of these cases, 32% (n=275) occurred in 
Region 1 (New Orleans) and 28% (n=242) occurred in Region 2 (Baton Rouge). 

 
• In Louisiana, 33% of new HIV cases and 34% of new AIDS cases are among women. 

 
• HIV continues to disproportionately affect African Americans in Louisiana. In 2008, 72% of newly 

diagnosed HIV cases and 70% of newly diagnosed AIDS cases were among African Americans. 
 

 
1Please note:  This report reflects only information reported to Louisiana’s HIV/AIDS surveillance system and 
information on persons living with HIV/AIDS (PLWH/A) may not be accurate due to population changes resulting 
from Hurricane Katrina.  In March 2006, the Louisiana Office of Public Health HIV/AIDS Program (OPH-HAP) 
published the Louisiana HIV/AIDS Surveillance First Quarter 2006 report.  In addition to the HIV/AIDS 
surveillance information, as presented here, this report contained a description of two methodologies used to 
estimate the impact of Hurricane Katrina on the number of PLWH/A in the New Orleans metropolitan area (see 
http://www.dhh.louisiana.gov/offices/publications/pubs-264/1st%20Quarter%202006.pdf for the full report).
