CLINICAL FUSION 
Clinical Fusion is the management information system currently in use at all 
operating school-based health centers (SBHCs).  Clinical Fusion is used to 
register students, capture demographic characteristics of clinic users, utilization 
figures, diagnoses, risk behaviors and other information in order to analyze 
utilization of services and program effectiveness.  Data collected through Clinical 
Fusion is used to complete the Contract Compliance Statistical Report, Biannual 
Statistical Report and the Louisiana SBHCs Annual Services Report.  
 
All operating SBHCs are required to purchase and use Clinical Fusion.  Orders 
can be placed at the following address:

The ASHP office provides technical support by providing biannual trainings, 
telephone consultation, and on-site assistance on how to install, set-up, and use 
Clinical Fusion.     
 
ANNUAL SERVICES REPORT & OTHER REPORTS 
The data collected from the data export and other SBHC reports is summarized 
each year in the Annual Services Report.  This 100 or so page document outlines 
the successes of the SBHCs and gives a detailed profile of each SBHC.  
Program highlights, standards, background, and funding are discussed as well as 
a section on who visits the SBHCs and why.  In addition to the overall program, 
each SBHC has its own section describing the number and type of visits and lists 
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the SBHC personnel and community advisory committee thus showing the 
tremendous impact each center has on its school and community. 
  
The purpose of the Annual Services Report is to demonstrate to stakeholders 
(members of the community, legislators, taxpayers, SBHC staff, parents, 
students, school personnel, etc) what a critical role SBHCs play in the 
community.  Along with local support, this document is very important to the 
continuing financial support of the SBHCs.   
 
On occasion, ASHP is requested by public officials, other state agencies, and 
other decision makers and funders to provide additional data related to SBHC 
operation.  Therefore, OPH may request access to SBHC data at any time, for 
evaluation purposes.   
 
STANDARD ENCOUNTER FORMS 

A Standard Medical/Mental Health Encounter form and an Optional Mental 
Health Encounter form have been developed to facilitate more uniform data 
reporting for all SBHCs. These forms were developed through a collaborative 
process among all SBHCs.  Each SBHC is required by the OPH contract to 
utilize the Standard Medical/Mental Health Encounter form. For mental health 
visits, the Optional Mental Health Encounter form can be substituted.   
 
These encounter forms and the accompanying manual, (Instructions for the 
School-Based Health Center Standard Encounter Form), are updated annually 
and can be downloaded from the ASHP website. 
 
The Instructions manual includes the following:    

• List of resources needed to code appropriately. 
• CPT codes, with a section that delineates mental/behavioral health 

services from health education services and explains how group mental 
health treatment intervention groups are recorded differently than group 
health education.      

• Detailed instructions for recording external referrals, labs, immunizations, 
comprehensive physicals, and diabetes screenings. 

• Information on value added services. 
• A listing of frequently used medical and mental health ICD-9 codes.
